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14.08-2.060. - Rural Development-2 (RD-2).

Purpose. This district is very rural in nature, though more developed than the RD-1 district. This

district serves as a transition between the lower density RD-1 and higher density RS district. It

allows for agricultural uses, rural residential development, and low intensity supporting uses.

Most of the lands within this district are not heavily farmed or in significant flood prone areas.

Some services may be available or planned with this district allowing for a greater density of

residential development than the RD-1, but not as dense as the RS District.
