Farm Land  Features:

                            Land has field drainage ditches at approximately 100' intervals and between primary residence and farm land.. These ditches facilitate improved drainage and should be preserved and maintained to maximize benefit.

                            Land is accessed through an ingress/egress easement, known as Rozier Rd. that is off of Moz Lane.  The four parcels that have rights to this ingress/egress are jointly responsible for the care and upkeep of the easement.

                            Culvert pipes and ROC were added to the driveway to facilitate access to each of the three fields without  interrupting drainage. 

                             To access the farm parcel from the house parcel, there are two 6' gates and 4' wooden bridges that span the drainage ditch.  Owners drive the 48" lawn mower and walk behind tractors over these bridges.                   

                             In the south field is the main goat barn (for does and kids ) and  is 20x24 and is a carport structure with boards on three sides.  This was designed to have upper boards removed during hot months to take advantage of the prevailing winds and promote greater comfort and airflow for the livestock. Owners add plywood to upper sides and over the rear door                                 opening from December through March.  This is high enough that it could be easily used for horses.  Surrounding the barn is a cattle panel enclosure that provides a safe durable pen.  There is a 6' gate in the front and two smaller gates in the back to facilitate foraging areas from multiple sides. Owners use electric netting fencing with solar energizers for                               rotational grazing (not included in sale)

                             Bucks shelter is located approximately 75' to the SW of the does barn.  Their area is also enclosed with cattle panels  with two gates for access to rotational grazing.

                             The center field contains the 30' x 120' Jadaloon  seasonal high tunnel, used to extend the growing seasons and to protect sensitive crops from the frost and occasional freeze.  The SHT is cemented into the ground and has a poly film                               over  the exterior. The ends and sides roll up for airflow during the day and in the warmer seasons.  On the end closest                               to the house, there is a metal door, with storms and screen windows.

                             To the SW of the seasonal high tunnel are two wooden shipping crates that measure 10' x 20' x 11'H.  They are set approximately 10' apart.  These have not been dressed, but could be finished with any exterior treatment and roofing or could be trussed across the top to create a roof over and between the two.  The intent was to build a deck with a ramp between the two so that equipment could be driven into the sheds. One could secure them with barn doors or roll up garage doors.  These containers are well built and once covered with weatherproof siding and roofing, will last for years.

                             Further up in this field we just placed a third wooden shipping container to be used as a run-in shelter for the goats when grazing in this upper field.  This run in shelter is tall enough for a horse.

                             The SW end of this center field is where the septic permit is currently approved through DHEC. Permit is available through included documents.

                             The last field, on the SW side of the driveway is planted with Dunstan Chestnuts (Oct 2018)  along the ingress/egress. The NE side of the driveway in this last field is used for foraging for the goats and is allowed to grow tall, getting flail  mowed down once per year.

                             The soils on the farm are wagram, which has 2-21/2' of sandy loam and clay below that.  The fields are crowned at the  center and slope towards the field drainage ditches.  These two factors are very important for growing in the                                                 lowcountry and avoiding wet soggy fields during heavy rain events.  We've allowed the trees to remain along the drainage ditches to stabilize the soil along the ditches and to provide privacy and some shade for the animals.

                             This farm has its own Farm Service Agency number and we have worked closely with NRCS. There is a CAP (Conservation Activity Plan) written for organic transition and we have followed organic practices for four years.  Our  plan was to apply this year for organic status, but decided to move closer to family instead.

                             The mobile chicken coop and some of the chickens are negotiable.  They have been fed only organic feed since they  hatched and are allowed to roam pastures for at least a few hours each day.

Bees are negotiable.
We currently have two purebred French Alpine bucks available for sale.
Shrimping and crabbing in the tidal creek
You can kayak or canoe from the bridge next to the property out to Wadmalaw Sound and beyond.
Playground across from the town hall, less than one mile away.
New (2020) County Library and pool only 2 miles away.
Meggett County Park is less than 5 miles away.
