Adjoining the US-19 expressway in southern West Virginia, this 23-acre woodland tract with 

commercial-grade ufilifies boasts high visibility, high accessibility, and unmatched proximity to principal 

tourist aftracfions. More than 19,000 motor vehicles pass daily, including more than 3,000 trucks. Two 



million tourists visit the region annually, vacafioning at the Nafional Scout Reserve and the New River 

Gorge Nafional Park and Preserve. The property shares ufility infrastructure with the U.S. Nafional 

Guard Armory and includes high-capacity water, sewerage, electric power, and priority road 

maintenance. Visitafion is predicted to grow as the nafional park economy matures.

SCHOOLS 

Public & Private Schools 

The property is located within the Fayefte County School District. Public school students aftend the 

mulfi-use campus at Oak Hill where primary, intermediate, and high schools and the county’s vocafional 

school are located. Several private schools within the Fayefte County School District operate in the 

region, and homeschool programs are supported. 

Higher Educafion

West Virginia University and New River Community & Technical College maintain campuses at Beckley, 

15 miles to the south. Concord University and Bluefield State College courses are offered at the nearby 

Irma Byrd Higher Educafion Center. Appalachian Bible College is a drive of approximately 10 minutes 

south at Bradley. 

HEALTHCARE 

The nearest hospital to the property, Plateau Medical Center at Oak Hill, is a four-mile drive with 25 



beds and an emergency care unit. Nearby at Beckley, medical facilifies include Raleigh General Hospital, 

with 300 beds, and Appalachian Regional Hospital, with 173 beds. They include emergency rooms and 

are both approximately 20 minutes away. A Veterans Administrafion Medical Center with 80 beds, 

including 30 long-term care beds, is also located at Beckley. Major state medical centers are found in 

Charleston and Morgantown, an hour and 2.5 hours from Glen Jean. 

TRANSPORTATION 

The property adjoins the US-19 expressway eight miles north of its juncfion with I-77 and I-64. More 

than 19,000 motor vehicles pass daily, including more than 3,000 trucks, while more than 31,000 

vehicles use the interstates daily, including more than 12,000 trucks. Near Beckley, the nearest airport is 

a 25-minute drive. Yeager Airport at Charleston, a 60-minute drive, is West Virginia’s largest airport and 

is served by Delta, Spirit, United, and American. Its busiest domesfic routes are Charlofte, Atlanta, 

Chicago, Orlando, and Washington. It is also home to the McLaughlin Air Nafional Guard Base. Freight 

and Amtrak passenger rail service are provided to stafions nearby at Prince and Thurmond, a 20-minute 

drive from the property. 

SURROUNDING AREA 

The property is located at Glen Jean, an unincorporated community in the heart of the New River Gorge 

region. Its economy is centered chiefly around the nafional park and outdoor recreafion. The US-19 

expressway runs north to south through Glen Jean, linking a series of municipalifies, including the cifies 

of Beckley, Oak Hill, and Mount Hope, and the Town of Fayefteville. An esfimated 100,000 residents live 

in the region. The region may best be known as the home of the New River Gorge Bridge, unfil recently 

the world's longest single-span arch bridge and one of the state's leading tourist aftracfions.

Glen Jean 

Glen Jean is a focal point for commercial access to the region. It is at the central entrance to the New 

River Gorge Nafional Park and Preserve and the northern gate for the Summit Bechtel Family Nafional 

Scoufing Reserve. The Nafional Park Service maintains its regional headquarters at Glen Jean, and the 

north entrance to the Summit Bechtel Reserve is located here. It is also the locafion of the Glen Jean 

Armed Forces Center. This 105,000-square-foot facility provides armory housing for four West Virginia 

Nafional Guard units, the Southern West Virginia Military Entrance Processing Stafion, and a 

maintenance center for over-the-road and tracked military vehicles. 

New River Gorge Nafional Park and Preserve

The nafion’s newest nafional park, the New River Gorge Nafional Park and Preserve, aftracts more than 

three million visitors annually to the region. Two park visitor centers are 10 and 15 minutes from Glen 

Jean. Its best-known aftracfion, the New River Gorge Bridge, is a drive of approximately 15 minutes at 

Fayefteville. Hiking, biking, angling, hunfing, kayaking, and camping are popular throughout the park, 

though it may best be known as a desfinafion for rock climbing and whitewater rafting. The park is 



among the nafion’s top desfinafions for both.

Summit Bechtel Family Nafional Scout Reserve

Less than a mile from the property, the 14,000-acre Bechtel Reserve, also known as "The Summit," is a 

world-class outdoor recreafion park that also hosts the quadrennial Boy Scout Jamboree and is home to 

one of five nafional high-adventure bases for the scouts. The 24th World Scout Jamboree welcomed 

more than 45,000 visitors in 2019. The 17th Interamerican Scout Jamboree was celebrated in 2023. The 

reserve is the home of the organizafion’s Paul R. Christen Nafional High Adventure Base, the James C. 

Jusfice Nafional Scout Camp, and the John D. Tickle Nafional Training and Leadership Center.

Hunfing Preserves

Two public hunfing and fishing areas with a combined 10,000 acres of woodland are located within five 

miles of the property. Deer, bear, turkey, and squirrel are the principal game taken. The Plum Orchard 

Lake Wildlife Management Area includes 202-acre Plum Orchard Lake, a popular flatwater kayaking and 

fishing desfinafion. The Beury Mountain Wildlife Management area conserves some of the most remote 

highland forests in the region. In addifion to the two preserves, hunfing in the nafional park is also 

permifted in season on more than 65,000 acres.

Outdoor Recreafion Resorts

Seven outdoor adventure resorts are located near the property. All offer guided whitewater rafting tours 

on the New and Gauley rivers, and most include basecamps that accommodate cabins and camping and 

coordinate outdoor recreafion adventures. Several offer canopy tours, zip lines, and adventure courses. 

West Virginia Adventures, which adjoins the property's upper access road, is a renowned ouffifter and 

guide company for whitewater rafting.

Historic Thurmond 

Deep in the New River Gorge, finy Thurmond is among the most visited locales in the nafional park. A 

quintessenfial ghost town with a populafion of five permanent residents, it includes a collecfion of 

historic buildings and a restored passenger stafion, which houses a seasonal park visitor center and is a 

funcfional Amtrak flag-stop on a Chicago-Washington-New York City line. Amtrak service is also provided 

at the nearby passenger stafion at Prince.

DRIVE TIMES 

Though in a rural area, Glen Jean and the property are located near the center of the eastern U.S. The 

following mileage and drive fime esfimates are based on Google calculafions.
