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3.4 LIST OF PERMITTED USES

(2) Table 3-2 lists all such uses for the districts that are primarily nonresidential in nature.  

b. In P-D Planned Development District uses that are permitted are specified as part of the zoning approval for 
each development.  

c. The following permitted uses herein identified and listed are not intended to be exhaustive, but only 
representative of those uses permitted in each Zoning District. It shall be the responsibility of the Planning 
Director and Chief Building Official to concur in any additional uses not herein specifically identified as 
permitted uses. Any use not shown in the following Table of Permitted Uses that cannot be concurred upon 
shall be brought before the Planning Commission for final resolution, and shall require a Special Use Permit.
